COMMENTARY ON THE RESOLUTION

This Resolution was prompted, amongst other things, by the realities of our globalizing
world, in which the WTO plays no small role with its goal of liberalizing international trade in
goods, services and intellectual property and facilitating the formation of a single global market
for such trade.

This goal is gradually being realized, as WTO members attempt to loosen little by little the
regulations that governs not only cross-borders relations but also domestic trade in goods and
services in which foreigners are ever more closely involved.

Under these conditions, new to the legal profession, a serious conflict arises between the
drive to liberalize legal services field and certain aspects of the lawyer’s work that originated in
an older, as-yet-unglobalized world.
