COMMENTARY ON THE RESOLUTION

This Resolution was prompted, amongst other things, by the realities of our globalizing
world, in which the WTO plays no small role with its goal of both minimizing regulation of trade
in goods, services and intellectual property and facilitating the formation of a single global
market for such trade.

Under these conditions, new to the legal profession, a serious conflict arises between the
drive by certain categories of lawyers to extract maximum economic benefit from the
opportunities afforded them by trade liberalization and by globalization as a whole (including by
joining forces with other professionals and running multi-disciplinary practices) and older, pre-
globalization attitudes towards the proper functions and roles of lawyers.
