COMMENTARY ON THE RESOLUTION

The daiyo-kangoku system of pre-trial detention continued to allow police to hold suspects
in police cells without charge for up to 23 days, a practice that facilitates the extraction of
‘confessions’ under duress. Under the daiyo-kangoku system, suspects are solely under the
control of the police; there are no rules or regulations regarding the duration of interrogation;
lawyers’ access to clients during questioning is restricted; and there is no electronic recording of
interviews by police.

During 2006 amendments to legislation concerning daiyo-kangoku were introduced, giving
the daiyokangoku system legal status for the first time. The amendments provide for detainees to
be informed of some of their rights and for lawyers to be appointed, but only after charges have
been brought. Detainees are usually charged only after they have ‘confessed’”.
